Workshop Purpose 

The “Navigate your Way to a K” two-day interactive workshop is designed to provide 
guidance on preparing and/or advancing a career development ‘K’ application for early 
stage investigators and post-doctoral fellows who are transitioning to independent 
researcher in the field of cancer and/or cancer health disparities research. The 
workshop focuses on career development grant funding mechanisms (e.g., 
K01/K08/K22/K23).   
 
Additionally, attendees will become familiar with the K series and gain knowledge about 
the essential components needed for a competitive application in light of a tight funding 
climate. Attendees should expect to leave with a clear direction and timeline for 
submission of a K award application.  
 

Examples of session topics are: 
• Navigating NIH K funding mechanisms, policies & steps 
• Establishing an outstanding mentoring team  
• Getting to know your program officer  
• Preparing a competitive application 
• Writing your personal statement 
• Ensuring successful components  
• Putting into place relevant training activities  
• Outlining a program of novel research  
• Understanding study section & summary statements 
• Learning grantwriting tips 
• Knowing your resources 
• Enjoying the process! 

 
The workshop is most pertinent for those planning to submit (or resubmit) an NIH K 
award within the next year.
